Registration:  Teenagers, 13-17 years old, may enroll in the Teens 
of Praise program.  Everything that is planned for camp is included 
in the registration fee.  Registration for Teens of Praise will begin at 
2:00 PM on Sunday, June 20 at The Complex Youth Dorms.  Pickup 
will be at 1:00 PM on Saturday, June 26 also at The Complex Youth 
Dorms.

721 Monday – Friday between 8:30 AM and 4:00 PM.  A registration 
form, medical release form, and payment must be submitted in 
order for your student to be considered “registered” for camp.

Early Registration: $60.00 by 05-28-10
Regular Registration: $70.00 after 05-28-10

Refunds will be given until one week prior to the beginning of 
camp.  NO refunds will be given after that date.

Lodging:  All students enrolled in the TOP program are required 
to sleep in the youth dorms.  Lodging is included in the registration 
fee.

Meals:  We will be dining 3 times a day.  All meals are included in 
the registration fee.

IMpORTANT:  STUDENTS ENROLLED IN THE TEENS OF PRAISE 
PROGRAM ARE REQUIRED TO PARTICIPATE IN ALL SCHEDULED 
ACTIVITIES.  No student will be permitted to pick and choose which 
activities they wish to participate in, nor will they be permitted to 
hang out with parents or relatives who are attending the main camp.  
This is a security issue and will be strongly enforced.  Violations of 
this rule may result in dismissal from the TOP camp.

WHAT TO BRING

CLOTHING:  You will need to bring 
enough clothing for the duration 
of camp.  You will need both casual 
clothing for daytime activities and 
dress clothes for all services.
FOR THE GUYS:  Slacks or nice 
jeans, and a collared or button 
down shirt.
FOR THE GIRLS:  Dress slacks, 
skirt or a dress, and a blouse.
CASUAL dRESS:  T-shirt, shorts, etc.
ALL CLOTHING must be 
appropriate.  In other words, no 
short shorts, short skirts, halter 
tops, cut offs, or tank tops.
In addition, you will need to bring 
swim wear.  GIRLS:  No two piece 
suits permitted!  GUYS:  Trunks 
need to be an appropriate length.

AddITIONAL ITEMS:  Pillow, 
sheet, blanket or sleeping bag, 
towels, personal toiletries.  Also, 
your Bible, notepad, pencil or pen, 
money for the snack hut, and a 
great attitude!

WHAT NOT TO BRING

iPods, laser lights, portable radios, 
TV’s, CD/DVD Players, video game 
systems, fireworks, skateboards, 
roller blades, scooters, tobacco, 
drugs, alcohol, or weapons of 
any type.  All such items will be 
confiscated when found (and we 
WILL find them!) and may result 
in dismissal from camp without 
refund.  (This list may be added to 
at any time.)

It is highly advised that you not 
bring expensive personal items or 
a lot of cash.  The camp will not be 
held responsible for loss, damage, 
or theft of personal property.
